The plenary session is a conference participated by all assembly
members and the phase where final decisions are made on
resolutions, designations and settlements.
The members who intend to make a speech must be permitted to do
s0 in advance by the chairperson before making a 5-minute speech
for inquiry and makeup, proceedings and petition. The speech may
include personal information or deal with important issues of
interest.
Opening: To open a plenary session, at least one third of
the entire members registered must be present.
Resolution: In general, a resolution is made when at least
half of the members present accede with at least half of the
entire members registered present.
The principle of session continuance: The bills submitted
to the assembly must not be annulled even if it fails to be
resolved during a session. This principle, however, is not
applied if the term of the assembly member in charge
expires.
The principle of no repeated deliberations: The bills not
resolved during a session must not be proposed or
submitted again during the same session.

Open meeting

In principle, meetings of the local assembly are open o the public.
This rule, however, is not applied if at least 3 assembly members
propose so and at least two thirds of the members present accede or
it is regarded necessary for public or societal purposes by the
chairperson of the assembly.

INFORMATION OF THE NAMYANGJU CITY COUNCIL 15
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Operation of the standing committee

Before the deliberation of the plenary session on all of the bills
submitted to the local assembly. the standing committees -
Steering Committee, Autonomous Administration Committee,
Industry and Construction Committee - conduct preliminary
examinations by scrutinizing enunciations of proposals and
expert advisors’ investigation reports and through inquiry, debate
and article-by-article discussion.
